The Asset Management Policy and the Asset Management Plan were presented to the Board to 
further complement the Asset Management Strategy already approved by the Board.  The Board 
approved the Asset Management Policy and the Asset Management Plan.  This completes the 
substantiation documents required for application for Housing Association status with the Housing 
Registrar.

(29th – 31st December, 2015) ensuring that appropriate service delivery strategies were put in place.
